Minimum Eligibility Requirements for ALL Concurrent Enrollment or Live Interactive 
courses:  

• 3.0 Cumulative GPA on accredited school transcript (Academic Courses) 
• 2.0 Cumulative GPA on accredited school transcript (CTE Courses) 
• Homeschool students without an accredited school transcript may substitute an ACT 

composite score of 22+ for academic courses, or 19+ for CTE courses.
