Patiapants were githered framaght Hiropean countries (Fance, Irdand Italy; the
Netherlands, Roland, artugal, Spein, and Sveckn), researchers ained toreach 700
respondants per country (Retit, Lavbiere et al, 20P). Thesunvey vas cammied ot by
tdephanesurnveys usingConputer Assisted Tdephane Interviews (CAIT) tachndlogy.
Respondints wereadkad questions abaut persanal knowledee of hondessness intherr
area, attitucks about thesituation, andpractices (1. gvingnney/assistance).
Rescarchers foundthet whilegpinians varied between countries, Eropean atizens
owarall hadapasitive antlodkan hondessness. Whilerespondents had poar knowltadee

about thenragnitude and findingof theissues, thecasasus s that findsshauldbe
reallocated towards prograns that effativay address honelessness

Rescarchers raised questions regardingthe ipact of gneratianal agegraps and gndkr
vihenit anestoperagptians ofharelessness. With ladof tudies dnewiththe
paraptions o Mllannials, 1t was warthwhile toexanme differences by gender and
grerational goups, thetr paragptians ofthe hondessness issseand the fatars thet
antributetohonelessness. Affer condutingmterviews with individuals experienaing
honelessness, thesunvey was distributed dectranically, Waenthe data was adlected and
analyzad rescarchars provad thetr hypathesis that Mllennials areless caringtowards
thosevhoarehonless andthet fanales tendtobenreenpatheticthannales inthese
situetions (Kittnreter, Thanypson, Keoger, &Phillips, 08). Thereseardhars ddprove
